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On October 12, 2022 the City of Bell Gardens City Council adopted two new ordinances to help protect renters. Rent 
Stabilization and Tenant Eviction Protections Ordinance:
Ÿ Limits residential rent increases to no more than 4% per year, or 50% of Consumer Price Index (CPI), whichever is 

less.
Ÿ Limits the allowed reasons for which a renter can be evicted.

Summary of Rent Stabilization Ordinance:
The new ordinance limits increase in residential rents to 4% per year, or 50% of the percent change in the Consumer 

Price Index over the most recent 12-month period. If the CPI is negative, no rent increase is permitted.

Ordinance Exemptions:
Ÿ Any rental unit with a certificate of occupancy or equivalent issued after February 1, 

1995.
Ÿ Any unit separately alienable (i.e., single family residence, condominiums, town-homes).
Ÿ A rental unit on a property with a maximum of three units that is owner-occupied.

ATTENTION TENANTS AND LANDLORDS:
Ÿ As a reminder, the City of Bell Gardens has a Rent Stabilization Chapter as well as a Tenant 

Protections Chapter in its Municipal Code, which was approved in September of 2022 under 
Ordinance 925. The Ordinance has been effective since October 12, 2022, and is codified as 
Chapters 5.62 (“Rent Stabilization”) and Chapter 5.63 (“Tenant Eviction Protections”).

Ÿ Stay informed. This ordinance was created to ensure that both tenants and landlords 
understand their rights and treat each other fairly. Standing educational workshops are now 
scheduled twice a month. Starting Tuesday, June 20, 2023 (for landlords), and Wednesday, 
June 21, 2023, (for tenants), these workshops will answer any questions that you have about 
this ordinance and help you to understand your rights as a tenant and a landlord. 

Ÿ Rent Stabilization and Tenant Eviction Protections
◦ Limits residential rent increases to no more than 4% per year, or 50% of Consumer Price

◦ Mobile Home Parks and Spaces are included in the Ordinance and are not Exempt.
◦ Limits the allowed reasons for which a renter can be evicted.

Ÿ Como recordatorio, la Ciudad de Bell Gardens tiene un Capítulo de Estabilización de Alquileres, 

así como un Capítulo de Protecciones para Inquilinos en su Código Municipal, el cual fue 
aprobado en septiembre de 2022 mediante la Ordenanza 925.

Ÿ Estabilización de alquileres y protecciones contra el desalojo de inquilinos
◦ Limita los aumentos de alquiler residencial a no más del 4 % por año, o el 50 % del índice de 

precios al consumidor (IPC), lo que sea menor.
◦ Los parques y espacios de casas móviles están incluidos en la Ordenanza y no están 

exentos.
◦ Limita las razones permitidas por las cuales se puede desalojar a un inquilino.
